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In todays Gospel, Jesus points out to us something that is beyond the naked eye. We can see the proof of this through
the Gospel story. It is the widows tiny amount, that counts in Gods sight, more than the riches of the rich.

Jesus begins by warning the crowd about the scribes who are clearly pompous about their religious authority,
parading in long robes and accepting places of honour at banquets. The scribes were learned men who were
supposed to know what God desired and follow through on it, while teaching God’s ways to others.

Today, we are challenged to embrace the path of authentic Christian discipleship based on the
teaching and example of Christ. Only by dying to power and domination and rising to humility,
simplicity and servanthood, can we be a catalyst for renewal and agents of the Gospel.

Let us pray that as a community of disciples, we learn to be humble servants of one another.
May we be known for our generosity and compassion with all people, especially the poor and

the vulnerable.

We Acknowledge the traditional owners of this land the Awabakal Peoples. And pay
our respects to the elders past and present, and any that may be with us today.

NOVEMBER 7, 2021- 32ND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME:
“The widow’s mite”

Have you ever cringed at the story of the Widow’s Mite?

Did you ever wonder if Jesus really wanted a poor,
vulnerable woman to “give her all” to the Temple treasury?

It sounds a bit like the scams of rich men in suits, fleecing
the poor to get richer themselves. Did Jesus really mean it
was OK?

I think we need to look at both readings. In the First reading
we also hear about a widow. The lowest in society, poor with
no support, no voice, facing starvation with her son. When
the Prophet Elijah asked her to give him some food- she made
a conscious decision- she took a life changing step and offered
hospitality, even though she and her son were destitute.

She was a strong woman who shared the last of her
resources and was prepared to die.

She was not practical or prudent, she shared the last of her
flour and oil with a stranger, and a foreigner at that.

The poor widow in the Gospel was also not prudent. She
shared the last of her money with the Temple. If she were
prudent she would have kept it for herself, but she gave her
all.

In both cases these strong women did not show prudence
or practicality, they showed different priorities. They showed
hospitality for the stranger and the generosity to give to
others.

Jesus’ point was not that she had given her all, it was that,
unlike the rich and richly dressed, she gave from her heart.
The rich gave from their surplus- she gave her all.

Which would be more acceptable to God? It is not what we
give that counts, it is how we give it.

We are coming into the Advent Season and Christmas is
coming. It may be a challenge to us to look at the motivation
of our own giving! Do we give to make us feel better? Do we
give to get something ourselves? Do we give so we look
good?

If our “Giving” does not give life- if our giving is only to feel
good and to get something in return- then it is not what God
wants.

God wants our giving to be heartfelt and life giving. To
create communities who love and support each other. To
create communities where the stranger is welcome and
supported.

Are we that kind of community? If not- why not? Uta France
